WEEK 4

Jesus chooses 12 people, from different 
jobs and families, to follow Him and 
become His friends, the disciples.

Matthew 4:18-22, 9:9-10, 10:2-4; 
John 1:43-49

Who showed the disciples how to love everyone? 
(Jesus)

Who wants everyone to follow Him? (Jesus)
