(5 loaves of bread and 2 fish)

How many people did Jesus feed with the 
 boy's lunch? (Over 5,000)

WEEK 5

While Jesus is at Peter's house, Jesus 
touches Peter's mother-in-law's hand, 

and her fever goes away.
Matthew 8:14-15

Who was sick with a fever?
(Peter's mother-in-law)

Who made her fever go away? (Jesus)
