Who told the shepherds about Jesus? (Angel) 
What did the shepherds do when they learned 

Jesus was born? (They ran to see Jesus.)

WEEK 4

Wise men follow a special star to

Jesus and give Him gifts.
Matthew 2:1-2, 9-11

What did the wise men follow to find Jesus?  
(A special star)

What did the wise men do when they saw Jesus? 
(They worshipped Him and gave Him gifts.)
